There is NOT a comma after these ways of signing off:

Sei gedriickt — this is if you would hug someone
Liebe Griif3e - warm greetings

Sei gegruf3t - greetings

Viele Griifle - best regards

Herzliche Griifle - kind regards

Grufl - greetings
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Bussi — This is the equivalent of sending someone a kiss. It's used in Austria
in particular.
